 The Diocese of Metuchen was recently notified 
that the perpetual pilgrims will be traveling 
through the diocese this May 27-28, 2024. The 
pilgrims will be arriving on the early evening of 
May 27 and departing on the early evening of 
May 28. More information will be forthcoming, 
but the National Eucharistic Pilgrimage is 
hoping that the perpetual pilgrims, young adult 
Catholics (19 to 29 years old), will be able to rely 
on the biblical hospitality of local hosts, 
including lay families, parishes, religious orders, 
schools, and shrines along the way. There will be 
twelve young adults (including two seminarians) 
and one or two ordained chaplain(s) on every 
route.  The four pilgrimage processions will 
ultimately converge in Indianapolis on July 16, 
2024, to participate in the National Eucharistic
