FAITH FORMATION 
Faith Formation is available for registered parish families with children in Grades 1-8. As the Primary Catechists of their children, parents 
are prepared and supported to lead their children in faith at home. Meetings are twice a month, one for parents only to prepare for 
monthly activity lessons and one for parents and children to grow in community. Sacramental reception years (2nd and 8th grade) have 
additional Sunday meetings to prepare for receiving First Reconciliation/Holy Communion and Confirmation. To register, or for more 
information please call the Office of Faith Formation. 

Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament: Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament takes place on 
Thursday from 8:30 am to 4:00 pm in the Chapel and on the first Friday of each month 
from 7:00 pm to 9:00 pm in the Chapel. You are invited to visit as your schedule permits. If 
you wish to be a regularly scheduled adorer, please contact the Parish Office. During Lent, 
Adoration takes place on Friday from 8:30 am to 7:00 pm in the Chapel. 
 

Sacrament of Baptism: The Sacrament of Baptism is celebrated on the first and third 
Sunday of the month at 1:30 pm. Baptisms will not be performed during Lent. An 
instructional Infant Baptism Class is required for parents having their child baptized and is 
recommended for godparents. For more information and to register for Pre-baptism class, 
please call the Parish Office.  
 

Sacrament of Marriage: Common Policy among the Dioceses in New Jersey recommends 
preparing for your wedding at least one year in advance. Please contact the Parish Office 
for more information.  
 

Sacrament of Reconciliation: The Sacrament of Reconciliation is available every Saturday 
form 4:00 - 4:45 pm in the Reconciliation Room of the Church or by appointment.  
 

Sacrament of the Sick: Please contact the Parish Office if you are homebound and would 
like to receive Holy Communion.

Jesus Is on the Move! 
 The National Eucharistic Pilgrimage kicked off 
this past weekend on the Feast of Pentecost from 
the four corners of the nation. Tracing a 6,500-
mile cross over the United States, Jesus is 
journeying to be near us in an unprecedented 
national Emmaus moment.  
 
Already, this historic Eucharistic procession has 
moved thousands of hearts on each route and 
drawn many closer to the Real Presence of Jesus 
Christ. Check out what’s happening on the road 
and stay up to date as we accompany Our 
Eucharistic Lord from city to city, heading 
toward Indianapolis for the National Eucharistic 
Congress in July. 
 

ALONG THE WAY 
In a remarkable outpouring of grace, the 
National Eucharistic Pilgrimage launched with 
over 6,000 people in attendance. Jesus traveled 
across the Golden Gate Bridge, past the 
headwaters of the mighty Mississippi, along the 
U.S.-Mexico border, and through the birthplace 
of the Knights of Columbus. 
 
Opening Pentecost Masses were celebrated 
outdoors and in cathedrals. Eucharistic 
processions carried the Blessed Sacrament by 
boat, by car, and on foot. Bishops from several 
U.S. dioceses spoke about the graces of the first 
Pentecost poured out on the Apostles, calling the 
Pilgrimage a “Eucharistic Pentecost moment.”  
 
And this is only the beginning! Each week, we 
will post updates on where Jesus has been and 
how the Holy Spirit is lighting the spark of 
revival across the country.
